	Procedures:

Week 1: Focusing on reading the book
Day One: (90 Minutes)
· On LCD projector in class, show the students the Bridge to Terabithia Power Point I have created. Show them how to click on the different links, where those links will take them, and how to return to the main page. (10 minutes)
· Show them the trailer of Bridge to Terabithia I’ve made on the PPT to get their interest going on the book. (5 minutes)
· Click on “About the Author” link. Explain the Katherine Paterson is the author of the book, and she had a very good reason for writing the book. Click on the link for the video, and watch together as a class. Ask students to identify if this is a fiction or non-fiction book that they will read based on the information the author has given them. Then click the home button. (5 minutes)
· I will read the first chapter of the book. They will read chapters 2 and 3 (23 pages) at their desks. I will pull aside the lowest level reading group and we will read it together at a table. (45 minutes)
· We will discuss chapters 1-3 together as a class after the reading. We will specifically discuss “Foreshadowing” and what that means in chapter one, and the relationship between Jess and his father.
Day Two: (90 minutes)
· In the computer lab, students will access BTT PPT and click on link for “Chapter Quizzes”. I will instruct them on this first quiz how to use the drop down menu and the fill in boxes. They will complete Quiz #1. They will either print out or save under their name and email their document to me, so save paper and to teach them how to use technology. (30 minutes)
· Back in class, I will read chapter 4 aloud. They will read chapters 5 and 6 silently. I again will pull the lowest reading group to a table and we will read together, so I can check for understanding. (45 minutes)
· We will discuss chapters 4-6 together as a class after the reading. Specifically, we will discuss imagination, bullying, and new friendships. (15 minutes)
Day Three: (90 minutes)

· In the computer lab, students will complete Quiz #2. They will either print out or email to me. (30 minutes)

· I will read aloud chapter 7, students will read silently chapters 8 and 9 at their desks. I will pull the low reading group and we will read together so I can check for understanding and improve their reading skills. (45 minutes)
· We will discuss chapters 7-9 together as a class. We will focus on fears. (15 minutes)
Day Four: (90 minutes)

· In the computer lab, student will complete Quiz #3. They will either print out and turn in or email me their saved document. (30 minutes)
· I will read the remainder of the book, chapters 10-13. This is the hardest reading, where Leslie dies, and how Jess copes afterwards. It deals with death, guilt, fears and friendships. (30 minutes)
· We will discuss at length the death of a character, and how it made the other characters feel. I will read specific passages and ask students to comment on them. Most passages will deal with how Jess dealt with all the emotions he was feeling, and how students might have felt those emotions at one time or another in their lives. We will also focus on symbolism, and what the title of the book, “Bridge to Terabithia” really meant. (30 minutes)
Day Five: (90 minutes)
· In the computer lab, students will complete the last Quiz and either print out or email it to me. (30 minutes)
· Students then will be encouraged to bring up the slideshow version of the PPT and visit both the “Facing Fears” and “Facing Death” links. They will read the articles and be prepared to discuss them back in class. (30 minutes)
· We will discuss the articles on Fear and Death. Students will anonymously write an example of something from their life relating to fear or death on a white flashcard. I will read a few aloud in class, and we will talk about the emotions that come with these instances. We will try to link them back to the book and the characters. (30 minutes)
Week 2: Focusing on Characters and being different
Day One: (45 minutes)
· On LCD screen in class, I will pull up the BTT PPT slideshow. I will click the link “Characters”. On that slide, I will click the link “Main Characters”. There is an excel spreadsheet that outlines the main characteristics of Jess and Leslie. We will discuss this and add to it as the class sees fit. (15 minutes)
· We will then play “Four Corners”. I will describe character traits, with one trait in each corner. Students will be asked to move to the trait that describes them the best. Then they will be asked to move to the one that describes them the least. (10 minutes)
· Students return to their desks. I then click the link to “Venn Diagram”. I have a copy of this for each student, and hand them out. I’ll explain that they are to illustrate similarities in the traits a main character and themselves. (20 minutes)
Day Two: (90 minutes)

· On the LCD screen in class, I will pull up the BTT PPT slideshow. I will click the “Characters” link, then the “Character Trading Cards” link. I will go through this website (http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/trading_cards/) with the students. I will show them how to navigate through and fill out the first page. (15 minutes)
· In the Computer lab, students will access this website. They will either choose Jess or Leslie to complete their Character Trading Card on. Students will complete this assignment by filling out the rest of the pages. They will need their books with them for reference when citing examples. They will print them out when finished. (75 minutes)
Day Three: (50 minutes)
· Students will color in their characters face at the top of their character trading card. (20 minutes)
· Students will then pair up in the following ways: (25 minutes)
· 1. Jess cards pair with Leslie cards. Trade cards and discuss the similarities and differences among the information they recorded for each character.

· 2. Now have the like characters match up. Again, compare with their partners.

· Have students return to their desks. In closing, ask students to reflect on how their character is similar to themselves. Ask them to think of specific examples from the book and compare it to their life. (10 minutes)
Day Four: “Are you different?” (60 minutes)
· On an LCD projector, I’ll bring up the “Being Different” link. We will read the 3 quotes together in class and discuss their meanings. (10 minutes)
· Clicking the link will take us a short video clip. We will watch this 3 minute clip on stereotyping and being different. (5 minutes) 

· Next I will click the link that takes us to a website titled, “Being Different”. I will read the short article aloud in class. (5 minutes)
· We will discuss how we all are different, and that that’s okay! (10 minutes)
· We will reflect on how Jess and Leslie were different, and why. 

· Students will then write on the topic of one way they are different from everyone else. I will tell them these will remain confidential, and they will not be shown to anyone unless they chose to do so themselves. I expect one difference, and an example of that in their life. (30 minutes)
Day Five: Book Report Instructions (60 minutes)

· First, tell the students that this is an at home project, due in two weeks. Show students an example of what the final product will look like. It is a book report, but is a creative way to express and explain what they have learned in this book.
· Next, pull up the PPT on the LCD projector. Go to the “Book Report” link. Then read the instructions to the class. Click the link, “Book Report Instructions”. Go over the instructions with them, show them through the examples what I expect the final product to look like. Answer any questions. (20 minutes)
· Next, click the “Rubric” link. Go over what will get a good grade and what will not. (10 minutes)
· Then, go to the computer lab. Each student will then pull up the Book Jacket/Book Report and the Rubric and email it to their home email address so they have the instructions at home. I will show the students how to do this. If they do not have an email at home, I will give them a hard copy for instructions. (30 minutes) 

Week Three: Symbolism, comparing “Bridge to Terabithia” to “Bridge Over Troubled Water” lyrics.

Day One: (75 minutes)
· Discuss the meaning/definition of symbolism. (5 minutes)
· On LCD projector, bring up BTT PPT. Click on the link “Symbolism”. Read the top of the slide, “Symbolism…a bridge can get us from one place to the next. It can be something we walk on physically or mentally. Jess left his fears behind when he crossed the bridge into Terabithia.” Discuss this with the class at length. Discuss the connection of the bridge and the definition on symbolism. (15 minutes)
· Hand out lyric sheet on “Bridge Over Troubled Water”. Play song by clicking link on the slide. Tell students to follow along while the song plays by reading the lyrics. Play song again, encourage students to sing along if they’d like. (10 minutes)
· Dissect lyrics of the song. Go through, stanza by stanza, and talk about the symbolism in the lyrics. What is the bridge in the song? What is the troubled water? What is darkness comes referring to? What does, “I will lay me down” mean? Why would someone “sail on by”? Make notes on whiteboard for students, have them make notes on their lyrics sheet. (20 minutes)
· Play song again, this time ask students to think of ways in which the song connects to the book. I’ll ask synthesis questions, like…How does the bridge in both the song and book relate? How can we connect this song to the book? Is it Leslie singing, or Jess? Both? Students will need to start making connections. (15 minutes)
Day Two: (60 minutes)

· This lesson continues from yesterday’s lesson.

· Go to the computer lab, have students pull up the PPT. Go to the “Symbolism” link, then click “Connection Worksheet” link. This takes them to a word document asking for them to find three connections they found between the book and the lyrics. Specifically I’m looking for references to the bridge in both the book and the song. They will need their books and their lyrics sheets for this. They can print their answers and turn it in. (60 minutes)
Day Three: (90 minutes)
· Creative group project! Tell students that they will be getting in groups of 4, groups of their own choosing. They will have the following projects to choose from to share with the class on Friday.

· #1: Rewrite some lyrics, using the melody of BOTW, but referring to BTT, either from Jess’s or Leslie’s perspective. Sing song for class.

· #2 Come up with a short skit, using any scene from the book they’d like. The scene MUST have a minimum of 2 characters in it. Group assigns the actors, director, and screenwriter. Present the screenplay and skit to class on Friday.
· #3 Formulate a plan for Jess’s family on how to break the news to him that Leslie had died. How would you change the way in which they told him? Write screenplay and act out for the class on Friday. 
· #4 Create a competition for our class. Use the book as an example of how Jess and Leslie ran races on the playground. Our class will perform your competition on Friday. Have rules in place and diagram laid out on the game.

· When students get in their groups, have them decide which project they’d like to do. Give them the specific instructions, already written down for them once they decide which project they’d like. They can now begin working on it. (60 minutes)
Day Four: (90 minutes)

· Students use this entire period to work on their group assignments. They are due tomorrow! (90 minutes)

Day Five: (90 minutes)

· Each group has 10 minutes to perform, sing, or present their project. The group that chose the competition will go last, and they are given more time. 
Week 4: Persuasive Essay

Day One: (90 minutes)
· Post a large butcher paper chart on the white board. On it will be five large columns of areas in which they can write their essay topics; Imagination, Friendship, Facing Fears, Bullying, and Being Different. 
· Hand students a sticky note. Have them write their name on it. Ask them questions like, “Is it important to have an imagination?”, “Is it okay to be different?”, “Is it important to face your fears?” Have them write an opinion on it and place in the appropriate place on the butcher paper. Go over some of the examples, and note how some have different opinions than others, and that’s okay. Call on certain students to back up their opinion. Share the PPT slide on Imagination with Albert Einstein’s quote, “Imagination is more important than knowledge.” Explain that this quote could be used as support in a persuasive essay.
· Once students have shared, explain that sometimes when you believe in something, you want others to believe in it also and you might try to get them to change their minds. Ask students the following question: “Does anyone know the word for trying to convince someone to change his or her mind about something?” Elicit from students the word persuade.(15 minutes)
· Tell students they are going to play a group game. Show the class a reward that they will want to win (candy, extra recess, homework pass). In groups of 4, students will try to convince the class why their group should win the prize. Their reasons can be real or silly. There should be one recorder, writing down the reasons they should win. They can present their opinion as a group or with one speaker from the group. The group that does the best job at persuading the class, wins! Students will have 15-20 minutes to come up with their argument. (20 minutes)
· Groups present their arguments and I decide the winner of the reward. (20 minutes)

· Class work is to fill out the sheet, “Persuasion is all around you” found on the website: http://www.readwritethink.org/files/resources/lesson_images/lesson56/homework1.pdf Students will have access to newspapers and magazines to complete this project. (20 minutes)
Day Two: (90 minutes)
· Pass out the Persuasive Strategy Definitions to each student. Tell students that you are going to explain each definition through a PowerPoint presentation. 
· Read through each slide in the Persuasive Strategy PowerPoint Presentation. Discuss the meaning and how students used those strategies in their arguments during Session 1. Use your observations and notes to help students make connections between their arguments and the persuasive strategies. It is likely your students used many of the strategies, and did not know it. For example, imagine the reward for the winning team was 10 extra minutes of recess. Here is one possible argument:
“Our classmate Sarah finally got her cast taken off. She hasn’t been able to play outside for two months. For 60 days she’s had to go sit in the nurse’s office while we all played outside. Don’t you think it would be the greatest feeling for Sarah to have 10 extra minutes of recess the first week of getting her cast off?”
This group is trying to appeal to the other students’ emotions. This is an example of 
pathos. (15 minutes

· Tell students to come up with an idea for their persuasive essay, based on the book and the topics from lesson one. Have them fill in their persuasive strategy definitions. We will fill more in the computer lab. (15 minutes)
· Computer Lab: Students will bring their books and go to the site: http://www.readwritethink.org/files/resources/interactives/persuasion_map/
· They will fill out this graphic organizer/map and print it out, as it will not save it. 
They will use this to organize their thoughts and start their essay. (25 minutes)
· Back in class, I will hand out a rubric and we will go over what I am looking for. 
(10 minutes)
· Students will start writing their persuasive essays. (30 minutes)
Day Three: (60 minutes)

· Students will continue to write their rough draft, while using their graphic organizer and rubric. They will edit and revise with my help. Students can bring their rough drafts to me and I will correct on the spot and give them ideas and pointers to make it better. 

· Students will use the book to back up their ideas.

· Rough drafts not finished will be assigned as homework.

Day Four: (75 minutes)

· Students will complete their final draft. Anything not finished is homework and due the next day.

· Remind students that the book report is due tomorrow and these will be displayed around the classroom.

Day Five (90 minutes)

· I will give an example of a persuasive essay, written by a former student. I will use voice inflection, pausing for effect, ask questions, etc. 

· Students will present their persuasive essays to the class. They will be scored on their oral presentation skills as well as their written persuasive skills. 
· Classmates can ask questions after the student has finished with their argument.

· Classmates will be given sticky notes. After each essay is read, students will paste a POSITIVE note on the person’s desk. The note must have something the student liked about the essay. Student can keep these and take them home. 

· Book Report is also due today!
