	Procedures:

Day 1:  multiplying with 2 and 5
· I will write the multiplication facts on the board and ask students if they see any patterns 

· Students will be divided into groups of four and given manipulatives to practice the multiplication facts for the day

· Students will find the product of a multiplication problem by modeling the problem and find the answer using the objects
· For 2 students will use their arms, for 5 their fingers

· Students will complete a page out of their math workbook practicing what they have learned

Day 2:  multiplying with 3 and 4
· I will write the multiplication facts on the board and ask students if they see any patterns 

· Students will be divided into groups of four and given manipulatives to practice the multiplication facts for the day

· Students will find the product of a multiplication problem by modeling the problem and find the answer using the objects
· For 3 students will use plastic triangles, for 4 the wheels on their toy cars

· Students will complete a page out of their math workbook practicing what they have learned

Day 3:  multiplying with 8 and 9
· I will write the multiplication facts on the board and ask students if they see any patterns 

· Students will be divided into groups of four and given manipulatives to practice the multiplication facts for the day

· Students will find the product of a multiplication problem by modeling the problem and find the answer using the objects
· For 8 students will use the legs on the plastic spiders, for 9 they will use the legs as well as the head.

· Students will complete a page out of their math workbook practicing what they have learned

Day 4:  multiplying with 6
· I will write the multiplication facts on the board and ask students if they see any patterns 

· Students will be divided into groups of four and given manipulatives to practice the multiplication facts for the day

· Students will find the product of a multiplication problem by modeling the problem and find the answer using the objects
· For 6 students will use the legs on the plastic insects

· Students will complete a page out of their math workbook practicing what they have learned

Day 5:  multiplying with 7
· I will write the multiplication facts on the board and ask students if they see any patterns 

· Students will be divided into groups of four and given manipulatives to practice the multiplication facts for the day

· Students will find the product of a multiplication problem by modeling the problem and find the answer using the objects
· For 7 students will use the legs as well as the head of the plastic insects
· Students will complete a page out of their math workbook practicing what they have learned
