In addition, by grade eight, students read one million words annually on their own, including a good representation of grade-level-appropri­ ate narrative and expository text (e.g., classic and contemporary literature, magazines, newspapers, online information). In grade seven, students make substantial progress toward this goal.

WEEK 1 - Pre-teach vocabulary words – start reading book 
Day 1 
· Introduce book The BFG and its author
· Assemble Cliffnotes book

· use PPT I created to get students interested in dreams, fears

· Read 1st 2 chapters
· In cliffnotes book, draw picture of what happened and 1 sentence describing actions.

· On last page of Cliffnotes book – write words that they don’t know definition.  This will be part of daily excerise.  Each student will be responsible for looking up their words sometime during the day or for homework.  They will be checked next day.
Day 2 
· Recall what happened in the 1st 2 chapters.
· I will read chapter 3, students will read next 2.  Lowest level     will be with me and read together.

· In Cliffnotes book, List characters and descriptions.  Choose 1 and draw a picture.
Day 3
· Recall what has happened in yesterdays reading

· I read chapter 6, students will read next 2.  I will pull lowest leveled readers and read with them asking comprehension questions during our reading

· Using cliffnotes book, Identify rising action, foreshadowing, and predict what will happen in the next chapter.

· In 4 groups (I will assign), each will be a 7’ sheet of butcher paper and be instructed to draw 1 of the Giants.  Hang finished product of the wall.
Day 4 

· Recall previous days reading through questions.

· I read chapter 8, students read chapter 9.  I will work with lowest leveled students.

· Using Cliffnotes book, draw a picture of something in chapter 8 and 9, and write 1 sentence describing each picture.

· Using (http://readwritethink.org/materials/trading_cards/) each student will pick a name out of a hat and create a trading card for that character.

WEEK 2 : 

Day 1 
· Review previous 4 days in small groups. Each group assigned a 2 chapter worksheets.  Upon completion groups will be asked to share summary.

· Students will complete a quiz to include vocabulary words.
· I will read chapter 10, students will read 11-12.  I will work with lowest leveled to ensure comprehension.  

· Using Cliffnotes book, students will identify 1 major event in each of the 3 chapters and write a 1 sentence summary.  Each student will use the character they were assigned and write about a scence they were not in using 3rd person perspective.  

· Students will exchange their trading cards.

Day 2 

· Review previous days reading to ensure comprehension.

· I will read chapter 13.  Students will read 14-15.  I will read with lowest leveled group.

· Using cliffnotes book, students will draw a picture for each chapter and write a dialog about the picture.

· On a sheet of paper students will be instructed to write a dream they have had and draw a 4 section storyboard.

Day 3 

· Review previous days reading
· I will read chapter 16, students will read chapter 17-18. I will read lowest leveled group.

· Using cliffnotes books, students will draw a picture of the climax of the story and write 1 sentence describing the action.

· I will ask for volunteers to share the dream they wrote about the day before. 

· I will show video about meaning of dreams – symbolism

Day 4 

· Review previous days reading. 
· I will read chapter 19, students will read chapter 20-21.  

· Using their cliffnotes book, draw a picture of an event from the chapter and write 1 sentence about it.

· Using their current trading card, students will create a dialog with another character and present a solution to the conflict in the story.

· Make dreamcatcher.

WEEK 3

Day 1 
· Review  previous weeks reading
· Students will read chapter 22-23 on their own and then I will read final chapter to them.

· Using the cliffnotes book, students will draw a picture and write a 1 sentence summary.
Day 2 

· Review entire book.  Using their cliffnotes book, I will ask questions ensuring each student has the correct information to correctly summarize the book.  

· Students will be assigned small groups and asked to write 10 questions and answers about the book.  These questions will be used to create a Jeopardy game.

Day 3

· Using trading cards, students will choose 1 scene from the book and rewrite the scene with their character
· In small groups, students will complete a worksheet and puzzle about the book.  This will become another study guide for final assessment.

Day 4

· In small groups, students will make a podcast advertising the book.  They will also create a “movie poster” to used as the title page of their Podcast.
